Technology Support

Residence

bedrooms, one shared bathroom for every two rooms, and a common living room. The townhouse style
units each offer 5 private bedrooms with individual keys, two bathrooms, a common living room area and
a fully equipped kitchen. Bedding, towels and cleaning service are provided. One full handicap service
suite and 3 handicap bedrooms in the dormitory with elevator access are also available.

Guests can take advantage of the university's cafeteria and catering services or use the fully equipped
kitchens for extended stays in the townhouses.

Internet connection and local phone access are available in all rooms. There are also on campus laundry
facilities, television rooms and outdoor patios.

The average cost is $35 per night per person.*
