Rationale:

This proposed pathway agreement provides a new degree completion arrangement for graduates of the Police Foundation diploma programs seeking to continue their post-secondary education at the university level to complete the Bachelor of Arts degree programs in Law and Justice at Algoma University. The overall aim of the new degree completion pathway is to provide seamless access to baccalaureate degree completion for qualified college diploma graduates from Police Foundation program recognizing the high affinity of both the college programs and Algoma’s JURI degree programs.

The proposed degree completion pathway is strongly aligned with the vision, special mission, Strategic Plan, and Academic Plan of Algoma University. The BA program philosophy and approaches emphasize liberal arts and social sciences rather than law or pre-law, providing for a vibrant and diverse student experience that allows students to improve their abilities, competencies, and changes the way they think about the world. In keeping with Algoma University’s commitment to Indigenous learning and reconciliation, the Law and Justice 

program puts a lot of emphasis on Indigenous populations in relation to the legal system and Canadian approaches to Aboriginal issues with law. Indigenous topics are addressed in a comparative context so students are able to compare and contrast different worldviews and approaches.

The proposed degree completion arrangement builds upon the unique features of Algoma University’s BA. The pathway highlights the strong commitment to the study of law as a social science using a liberal arts philosophy. The strong emphasis on teaching provides students with a seamless transition from the college curriculum as they are exposed to a breadth of perspectives in a university classroom setting.

The overall aim of the new degree completion pathway is to provide seamless access to baccalaureate degree completion for qualified college diploma graduates from the diploma programs recognizing the high affinity of both the college programs and Algoma’s BBA degree program.

This proposed pathway agreement provides a new degree completion arrangement for graduates of Sault College’s Business and Business-Accounting programs seeking to continue their education at the university level to complete a Bachelor of Business Administration (BBA) at Algoma University. The overall aim of the new degree completion pathway is to a) provide seamless access to BBA degree completion for qualified college diploma graduates from the Business and Business-Accounting programs b) to enhance career prospects by providing access to a BBA degree in Sault Ste. Marie c) to meet community needs by graduating a high number of BBA students who are prepared for a broad range of challenges as they transition to the workforce.

The pathway program is not only consistent with the Algoma University goal to be an access university in the markets it serves and it is also consistent with the five-year Strategic and Academic Plans for enrolment growth and opportunities.  No programming goals, objectives or learning outcomes have been compromised in the development of the pathway.  The pathway provides students access to university programming through complementary college diploma programs.  The pathway model is based on learning GAP analysis using course-by-course comparison and the transfer is not impacted by the professional accounting or human resources management specialization requirements.
